A Vision for the Future: The Rationale for Auditions

For several years the CHCC Board of Directors, comprised entirely of singers from the chorus, has recognized that 
this chorus has moved musically far beyond where it began 25 years ago. Discussion at the Board meetings often 
revolved around two issues: the size of the chorus and the vision for the chorus as it moves into the 21st century.

Several times during at least the past three years your Board had very serious discussions about where the chorus 
should be headed and finally agreed on a common direction for the future. As a consequence of this vision the Board 
believes the chorus needs to move to the next level of performances as the quality of our music continues to im-
prove. This includes the formation of a chamber choir in the future; increasing the number and type of concerts each 
year (for example, we now have a summer concert and this year will offer our winter concert on two nights); and 
strengthening our financial position.

During these frequent discussions about the future the Board, as advised by the conductor, realized the optimum size for the 
chorus is approximately 130 singers due to the performance sites available to us, the sectional balance needed for high quality 
concerts, and our present financial resources.

Therefore, last year’s Board of Directors*  unanimously voted at its meeting on April 24, 2005 to begin auditions for 
new members effective with the Fall 2005 season. The Board agreed to grandfather in all singers from the 2004-
2005 season, if they pre-registered by August 1, 2005 (a 90 day window of opportunity). Singers who are presently 
singing in the Fall 2005 chorus or were in the Spring 2005 chorus will not be expected to audition, if they pre-
register for the Spring 2006 season by November 15, 2005. The chorus conductor and artistic director since the in-
ception of this chorus 25 years ago has always had the discretion to request an audition for any member to determine 
voice placement and/or to determine if a singer has attained and/or maintained concert performance voice quality. 
This is stated in the conductor’s contract as well as in the by-laws of the CHCC.
We remain a key cultural component of the Chapel Hill area community and by implementing policies of the gov-
erning board through a vision of optimum quality, we will be a viable musical unit for the second 25 years of our 
existence.

CONDUCTOR %S NOTES

The overall sound of the chorus is very good! I%m excited about our fall concert and am looking forward 
to having two performances on the Hil l Hall stage this December. So many times I%ve heard singers say, *Al l 
that work and only one chance to sing the music!+ Well, this is the )rst experiment with o(ering our concert  
on two consecutive evenings. Have you made a list of people who will buy your tickets for Friday and 
Saturday? Let%s try to )l l the hall both nights.

As you remember from last December%s Bach cantatas, there are arias and recitatives interspersed with 
the choral movements. Please mark all of the choral movements with tabs or paper clips to make )nding the 
next entry an easy task. We have 3 choruses and 4 chorales to sing. The movement numbers are: 24, 26, 28, 
33, 35, 36, 42.

In upcoming rehearsals we will continue to work towards a  Baroque style of phrasing, articulation, and 
dynamic nuance. Tempo is another feature that will make the performance sparkle and  you know that I like 
brisk tempos.

There will be a new piece added to your music packet in the next week or so. Jubilate Deo, the opening 
number on our spring concert, is an exuberant piece for brass, percussion, and chorus written by Mack 
Wilberg. There are quite a few challenges for the singers in this piece and, given  the excellent progress 
being made on the Bach thus far, I think w e can begin work on it right away.

We have an wonderful group of soloists for the December concert. Some of them you will know from 
previous performances with CHCC. Two are appearing with us for the )rst time.

Soprano Katherine Dain!  A North Carolina native now residing in London, England, Katherine holds a 
Master of Music in Early Music Vocal Performance from the Guildhall School of Music and Drama in 
London, UK. She has studied with notable early music specialists Emma Kirkby and Julianne Baird and has 
a lovely, clear, lyric voice. She is the daughter of CHCC members Frank and Betsy Dain.

Counter tenor Brad Fugate! Currently living in Boston, MA, Brad was recently in Durham singing a role 
in a new opera by Joel Feigin with Long Leaf Opera. Brad is a graduate of University of Cincinnati College 
Conservatory of Music, where he began singing early music. He is writing a dissertation on the counter 
tenor voice as part of the requirements for a doctorate in vocal performance from UNC!G .

Tenor Tim Sparks!  Teaching voice and diction at UNC, Tim is constantly in demand as a soloist in 
opera and oratorio performances.  He holds a degree in music from UNC and a Master of Music in voice 
from the Eastman School of Music. Tim is well!known for his performances of numerous operation roles 
#Rodolfo, Nemorino, Don Ottavio, Jaquino,  Alf red,  Don Basilio, Goro, Remendado, Spoletta, Borsa, 
Kaspar, Ralph Rackstraw, and Enoch Snow$.  Tim sang the role of Sebastian in Long Leaf Opera%s 
production of Twelfth N ight.

Baritone Krassen Karagiozov was born in Bulgaria and currently resides in Winston Salem, NC, where 
he participated in the  A.J. Fletcher Opera Institut e. Krassen is an award winning pianist and baritone. In 
fact, on Wednesday of our concert week he has an audition in NYC at the Metropolitan Opera. He has 
performed roles in Rake"s Progress by Stravinsky and in Gianni Schicchi at the Aspen Opera Theater. He 
recently appeared in Capital Opera Raleigh%s production of Le Nozze de Figaro  and he sang excerpts from 
Don Giovanni  with the NC Symphony Orchestra earlier this year.
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
